�Use the official course numbers & titles throughout – i.e., the ones listed in the Schedule of Classes.  Avoid the word “Instructor” unless it is officially used for a course title.


�If you did an equivalent composition theory/pedagogy course elsewhere, please list it here with date, course number & title, and university.


�This refers to the first-semester series of workshops you attend(ed).  General pedagogy.


�Use this format for all of the “mini-courses” (i.e., call them “Pedagogy Seminar: Topic”) – avoid “Certificate” (which is an official designation on transcripts).


�For ALL courses you list here, make sure to include: the course number, course title, any professors or other teachers with whom you worked, and the semester(s) you worked on the course.


�NOTE: You CANNOT use the title “Instructor” or even “Instructor of Record” for courses you have been involved with at CWRU – “Instructor” is a job classification.  Your official job classification is “Teaching Assistant” and you may add “with full instructional responsibility” where appropriate.   Nevertheless (and confusingly), this category should contain only the courses for which you served as "Instructor of Record" - any courses that did not list you in SIS as the IOR should be listed under a separate category.  


�You should not list work you did via the WRC or in ENGL 180 or 181 (which have coordinators listed as Instructors of Record) under “Full Instructional Responsibility.” Instead, use this separate section to list that instructional work.


�SAGES courses in which you worked with other faculty (i.e., not stand‐alone USEMs) and/or course you co- taught (ESP, etc.) can fit under this title – or, if you prefer, “with Some Instructional Responsibility” or “with Shared Instructional Responsibility” or similar.
